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BEFORE USING YOUR APPLIANCE FOR THE FIRST TIME

Remove all packaging materials.

Clean the cooking plates using a damp sponge rinse and dry carefully.

After applying a fine coating oil to the cooking plates, close the appliance and plug it in.
The indicator light will turn on.

Allow it to heat up for several minutes to get rid of the odor.

Notice: When your Sandwich Maker is turned on for the first time, it may emit slight
smoke or odor. This is normal with many heating appliances. This does not affect the
safety of your appliance.

USING YOUR APPLIANCE

Close the Sandwich Maker and plug it into the wall outlet, you will notice that the pow-
er light will turn on, indicating that the Sandwich Maker has begun preheating.

It will take approximately 2~4 minutes to reach cooking temperature, the ready light
will turn on.

Prepare sandwich, each sandwich needs two pieces of bread and the right ingredi-
ents. Put a little amount of butter on the surface of the bread, which gives the sandwich
a gold color when cooked.

Open the lid, put the prepared ingredients into the sandwich maker for making a sand-
wich.

Cook for about 2 to 4 minutes, until the ready light turns on again or the bread has a
golden-brown color.

The cooking time of a sandwich depends on the type of sandwich, ingredients and
personal taste.

Use wood or plastic tools (such as small scoop)] to take the sandwich out of the Sand-
wich Maker. Sharp and hard metal tools can’t be used for such purpose. If you want to
cook more sandwiches, wait until the ready indicator turns on.

Once you are finished cooking, disconnect the plug from the wall outlet and leave
Sandwich Maker open to cool down.

CLEANING

Before cleaning the appliance, unplug it and allow it to cool down.

Never place the appliance in water or under running water.

Wipe the cooking plates with a soft cloth to remove food residue. For burned in food
residue squeeze some warm water mixed with detergent over the food residue and
clean with a nonabrasive plastic scouring pad or place wet kitchen paper over the
cooking plates to moisten the food residue. Avoid the use of scouring pads or harsh
detergents as they may damage the surface. Rinse and dry thoroughly with a clean,
soft cloth.

Do not use anything abrasive that can scratch or damage the non-stick coating.

Do not use metal utensils to remove your foods, they can damage the non-stick coa-
ting.
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e Wipe the outside of the Sandwich Maker with a damp cloth only. Do not clean the
outside with any abrasive scouring pad or steel wool, as this will damage the finish. Do
not immerse in water or any other liquid.

e Do not place in the dishwasher.

STORAGE

e Always unplug the Sandwich Maker before storage.

e Always make sure the Sandwich Maker is cold and dry before storing.

e To minimize storage space in your kitchen, the Sandwich Maker can be stored vertically.
