Always wear fully enclosed shoes. You must not ride barefoot or in sandals.

Always check your skate scooter and equipment before use.

Make sure that all screws are fastened before you use the skate scooter. You may have to fasten the screws again as they may come loose after a while.
Also check that all wheels and bearings spin smoothly.Ensure that all parts click properly in place and check the rear brake before using the skate scooter.
Clean the wheel and wheel bearing with a damp cloth after use & add bearing lubricant as needed.

Always wear protective gear including a helmet, knee pads and elbow pads.

Warning! Tighten the bolt with your fingers at the end of the quick release lock. Make sure the quick release lock is tightly secured - if necessary get

Release the quick release lock as shown.

Push in the safety lever upwards and lift the front fork.

Lift the front fork forwards and ensure that it clicks properly in place.
Tighten the quick release lock.

an adult to help you. The quick release lock must face downwards as shown.

Note that the handlebar can be adjusted in 3 different heights.
Reverse the above instructions to fold up the skate scooter.
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Always keep a safe controlled speed when using your scooter and give yourself plenty of distance to stop.

Stay alert and be cautious at all times - do not wear any items which are obstructive to your hearing or vision.
The scooter must be used with caution. It requires great skill to avoid falls and collisions which would cause injury to the user and third parties.

Avoid areas with heavy traffic. Never use the scooter on public roads. Do not ride at night or when visibility is limited.

Assemble the handlebars by unfolding the 2 handles upwards and inserting them into the tube. Each handle will click into place.
Release the quick release lock around the steering tube, pull the handles upwards and ensure that the steering tube clicks into place. Tighten the quick

Change of wheels and bearings

1. Release the bolt which holds the wheel by using 2 Allen keys at the same
time from each side. Note: The bolt may be fastened tightly but be sure to
be careful not to damage the wheel.

2. The wheel can now be removed from the skate scooter.

3. Release the bearing by sliding through the short end of the Allen key
into the hole in the bearing. Pull the bearing upwards using small short
movements all the way around the bearing.

4. Be careful not to lose the spacer placed between the 2 bearings.

5. The second bearing can now be pushed out of the wheel using a finger.

6. Replace the wheel and bearings. Reverse the above instructions when
the wheel is to be assembled again.

Ensure that the spacer is placed correctly. There must be a hole through the
wheel which is used later when attaching it to the skate scooter.

Note. No modifications other than to the manufacturer’s instructions
shall be made.

The quality of bearings is named according to international standards. Skate
scooter uses ABEC-7 bearings.
All wheels have double bearings, 1 bearing on each side of the wheel.

Traek kuglelejet opad med sma, korte bevaegelser hele vejen rundt om
kuglelejet.

5. Det andet kugleleje kan nu traekkes af hjulet med en finger.

6. Skift hjulet og kuglelejerne. Falg vejledningen i omvendt reekkefalge, nar hjulet skal samles igen.
Serg for, at afstandsskiven er placeret korrekt.
