Bremser

leverander af reservedele til rulleskgijter.

1. Be careful and considerate whenever you skate.

2. Always keep a safe controlled speed when using your skates and give yourself plenty of

distance to stop.

Stay away from uneven surfaces including sand, water and oil. Wet surfaces can be dangerous.
Do not wear any items which are obstructive to your hearing or vision.

7. Younger children should always ride under adult supervision.

8. Avoid areas with heavy traffic. Never use the skates on public roads.

9. No modification on product should be made that can impair safety.

10. Check self-locking nuts regularly as they can lose their effectiveness over time.

11. Replace all worn parts immediately.

12. Check skates for sharp edges and cracks. If damaged, do not use until the damage has been repaired.

13. User should always wear protective equipment (hand/wrist protection, knee protection, head protection and

elbow protection) and reflective device.

Always check your skates and equipment before use.

IMPORTANT

Make sure that all screws are well fastened before you use the skates. You often have to re-fasten the screws,

because they may become loose after a while.

A. Check the brake for wear and that it is secure.
When 2/3 of the brake have been used, it
should be replaced. Only very experienced
skaters should skate without the brake.

B. Check that all wheels and bearings spin smoothly
and make sure the nuts are securing the wheel
tightly.

C. Check buckles for any defects or wear.

To adjust the (foot) size of skate

Your skates consist of a soft inner liner and chassis incorporating an adjustment mechanism;
follow these easy steps to ensure a safe, comfortable and correctly fitted skate.
Note: Only an adult must carry-out this adjustment.

Step 1:

To allow the adjustable part of the boot free movement

while adjusting, release both of the soft strapsand buckles.
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Step 2:
Adjust the boot size by pulling the boot forward
or pushing it backwards to the correct size.




Correct fitting of your skates

Make sure your skate fits correctly and comfortably.

Your new skates have adjustable buckles, firstly release both buckles then fully open the boot and slide your foot
into the inner soft boot, with your foot in place, bend your knee forward - this will ensure the sole of your foot and
heel are correctly positioned in the outer shell. If the boot feels uncomfortable (too tight or too loose) remove the
skate and repeat size adjustment until you have the correct setting.

Learn to stop

Always wear protective gear to minimise the risk of injuries in the event of an accident.

The most important thing to learn is how to stop on your new pair of skates. Locate a flat and open area

to practice stopping. Start your glide by moving into the extended length stance with the right skate forward;
shift your body weight to the left skate to lower your centre of gravity, balancing your hands on your knees.
Lift up your right skate and it will apply pressure on the brake to stop. Practice several times and gradually
increase your speed.

Maintenance and Care

This section contains some helpful hints and important safety information. Also, to increase enjoyment and
prolong the life of the skates, please read the maintenance procedures carefully.

Each time after using your skates you should thoroughly clean and dry them. - From time to time, check the
plastic shell and the inner boot for damage. Lightly lubricating bearings and wipe away any excess before storing
in a warm and dry atmosphere, this will keep your skates in perfect condition.

Bearings

Metal ball bearings will require maintenance. The enemy of wheel bearings is grit, which will affect the speed
of the skates. Skating on clean, dry surfaces will prolong the life of bearings. Lubricating with lightweight oil or
specific bearing lubricant (ensuring any excess is wiped clean) will prolong the life of bearings. Applying heavy/
sticky type oil will attract grit and increase bearing wear.

Axle bolts

The motion of skating, vibration etc..., can cause the axle bolts to become loose. Inspect your wheels and make
sure axle bolts are secure prior to each skating session. For safety the axle bolts use a thread lock to provide
positive retention. If you remove these bolts for any reason, please re-fit and re-apply a suitable thread lock.

Brakes

These skates are fitted with a heel brake. For your safety, using a screwdriver periodically check that the brake/
buffer is secure on the chassis. The brake/buffer should be replaced when there is evidence of excessive wear
and tear, which is easily carried out using a screwdriver, but it is essential to ensure the new brake/buffer is
secure before use. Depending on the model, some skates are fitted with a single brake on one skate chassis,
others with brakes on both. Only replace with parts purchased from our spares department or a reputable skate
accessory supplier.

Note: An adult must carry out all maintenance and repairs.
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
