GETTING STARTED

When assembling your steam mop, you may notice a small amount of water in or around
the water tank. This is normal, as all our steam mops are tested before they leave the
factory to ensure you receive a high-quality product.

ASSEMBLY — STEAM MOP

1. Insert the mop handle into the steam mop body until you hear a “click”. (See Fig. 1)
2. To assemble the mop accessories: align the plastic rings of the mop pads with the
round gaps on the rotation discs at the bottom of the mop head, then gently lower the
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mop head onto the pads, pressing until they are securely attached. (See Fig. 2)

3. Always unplug the steam mop before refilling the water tank. To open the water tank,
pull the lid downward. (See Fig. 3)
4. Using the measuring cup, fill water into the tank. (See Fig. 4)

NOTE:

e Do not exceed the Max line. When finished, close the tank lid firmly.

e Add only water to the tank. We recommend using distilled water. Chemicals or clea-
ning solutions (including vinegar) may damage the steam mop and could be unsafe for
you and your family.

HOW TO USE
Sweep or vacuum your floors before using the steam mop for the best results.
1. Ensure both mop pads are properly installed before use.
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2. Release the quick-release cord holder to fully unwrap the power cord. (See Fig. 5]

3. Plug the mop into an electrical outlet. The white indicator light on the mop head will
light up, indicating the appliance is in standby mode.
4. Control Switches:

e Press the Power Switch to start the preheating function; the indicator light will turn
white.

e Press the Steam Switch to turn the steam on or off.

e Adjust the speed of the floor head using the Floor Brush Switch (high or low).

Note: The unit starts with steam on and works at low speed by default. Move the mop

slowly over the surface to be cleaned.

5. Water Tank Empty Warning:

e The indicator light on the On/Off button will flash red, and the unit will stop producing
steam.

e Important: Always unplug the unit before refilling the water tank.

6. After Use:
Never leave the steam mop with wet Dirt Grip mop pads on any floor.

e Wash the mop pads after use.

CLEANING AND CARE

1. Unplug the cord from the outlet and place the steam mop in the upright position.

2. Allow the unit to cool completely (Fig. 6). Wait 2—3 minutes before removing the Dirt
Grip pads.

Once the mop pads have cooled, remove them by pulling them off the discs (Fig. 7).
4. After the unit has cooled and all steam has been released, empty the water tank

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before storing.

5. Open the tank lid and pour out the water into a sink or bathtub or use up the remaining
water.

6. After all water has drained, close the lid.

IMPORTANT:

e Never use bleach, powdered detergent, or fabric softeners. These may damage the
soft mop pads or leave a coating that reduces cleaning performance and absorbency.

e Mop pads should be line-dried or tumble-dried on a low setting to extend the life of
the microfiber fabric (Fig. 8.

e Loose fibers are normal as the microfiber wears. Do not pull on them, as this may da-
mage the weave. Trim loose fibers carefully with scissors (Fig. 9).

REPLACEMENT DIRT MOP PADS

For optimal cleaning results, we recommend replacing the mop pads every 3—4 months
under normal use. Like any fabric, dirt particles, grease, friction, and repeated washing can
cause the fibers to break down. You may notice that more effort is required to push or pull
the mop as a result.
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STORAGE

1. Lock the steam mop in an upright position by raising the handle until the pole is
standing straight, perpendicular to the ground.

2. With the mop locked upright, store it in a dry, protected area (e.g., a closet or a corner
of a room] until the next use.
